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SFR research percentages for tenure-track faculty in the department of English range from 30% to 50%, with 40% being the most common. The SFR research percentages are derived from work associated with one or both of the following types of output: 1) Discovery of Knowledge through Discipline-Guided Inquiry, and 2) Creative Artistry and Literature. The time period over which research/scholarship activity is evaluated is five years (the five years preceding the submission of the PTR file, which includes the time between the submission of the previous PTR file and the previous PTR review). The publication unit for PTR purposes is the equivalent of one peer-reviewed article or essay:
· For a SFR Research percentage of 30%, the expectation is at least three publication units.
· For a SFR Research percentage of 40%, the expectation is at least four publication units.
· For a SFR Research percentage of 50%, the expectation is at least five publication units.
The following products count as one publication unit:
· Peer-reviewed article-length works (including article-length peer-reviewed conference proceedings)
· Creative or journalistic works that are considered to be equivalent to peer-reviewed article-length works
Smaller products can be counted as part of a dossier that includes at least one item that is assigned at least one publication unit (i.e. the PTR research dossier should not be composed entirely of small pieces). The following smaller products count as 0.5 publication units:
· Non-peer-reviewed article-length works (such as non-peer-reviewed conference proceedings)
· Reviews of single works (such as book reviews)
· Poems
· Small pieces such as notes, flash fiction/essays, book reviews, encyclopedia articles, and other short pieces describing previously published work or knowledge. Items in this category are expected to represent less than one year’s worth of research or scholarship.
· Research reports/position papers
· Oral history projects

The following products count as 6 publication units:
· Scholarly books
· Book-length works of fiction, creative nonfiction, or poetry
· Textual criticism / scholarly editing [This sort of editing most commonly concerns itself with identifying textual variants and studying those in order to produce a usable text according to a pre-defined goal (e.g., recovering what an author wrote or intended, or capturing a particular documentary state). It is the process that produces almost all editions of early literary works, since those tend to be present in multiple, significantly different versions (e.g., manuscripts of Chaucer’s poems or printed versions of Shakespeare’s plays), but such problems persist well into the modern period (e.g., a modern novel published serially in newspapers, existing in manuscript, and also in multiple printed book versions, all different).]
The following products count as 2 publication units (In these cases, the narrative must provide a clear and compelling justification for counting this as two publication units (i.e., why it should be considered to represent two years of activity):
· Novelettes/novellas
· Poetry chapbooks
· Especially lengthy or research-intensive articles - i.e., a scholarly article that well exceeds what is typical, but is too short to be considered a book. 
The following products count as 2-5 publication units and should be explained in the narrative:
· Edited volumes
· Special issues of journals

The following products count as a variable number of publication units:
· Websites, digital editions, databases, digital interactive projects, original software/apps, and digital interactive fiction/poetry can be equivalent to an article, print edition, or book, depending on substance argue for what other category it most closely corresponds to.
· Documentaries and exhibitions or installations
· Editing a work for presentation in a classroom or popular edition [These are familiar on classroom reading lists, and may include works such Penguin paperbacks or Oxford World’s Classics. In some cases (not all), these don't involve establishing what a text is (i.e., textual criticism), but rather reprinting an earlier text established by someone else and adding an introduction and/or notes.]
Notes:
Criteria for assigning SFR %s: This document describes the minimum threshold for meeting PTR expectations in research/scholarship. Being assigned a 50% Research SFR by the head likely comes with the expectation of much higher productivity than what is described here as the minimum to pass PTR.
The narrative: The faculty member undergoing PTR will use the narrative document to justify the number of publication units assigned to each item in the dossier. The boundary between article-length works and small pieces is not obvious and may vary by field. By assigning a publication a value of one publication unit, a faculty member who is at the threshold of meeting PTR expectations is asserting that each one represents one year of their research productivity.
Products that span multiple PTR cycles: 
· In some circumstances, a faculty member may petition to count excess publication units from the previous PTR cycle toward the current PTR cycle. Such a petition might be appropriate if the faculty member completed a major project at the very end of the previous PTR cycle and that project negatively impacted the faculty member's productivity in the current cycle. This might include, for example, a delay of work on a creative work should the faculty member be engaged in substantial readings or other promotion of the recently published work (e.g., a book tour) or if the completed research project results in a delay in the initiation of a subsequent research project, for example, due to a grant funding cycle, the need to collect new data, or the need to restart archival research. The special circumstances should be explained in the narrative and the total publication unit value may not exceed that which is specified in this document.
· For work in progress that is expected to ultimately count for 2 or more publications units, up to one half of the publication units may be applied to the current PTR cycle. The faculty member should use the PTR narrative to recommend how publication units should be split across PTR cycles. The dossier should include evidence of work in progress (a book contract, drafts of chapters).
· The department head will keep a record of publication units from past PTR cycles including those that are being counted early for work in progress, to inform the future PTR committee in order to ensure that the total number of publication units (across the two PTR cycles) is appropriate.
Editing: Editing for a journal (other than special issues) is considered to be service. This document lists the types of editing that are considered to be research/scholarship.
Coauthorship: The following types of coauthorship are considered equivalent to single-authored publications (based on the proposed collaboration policy):
· Equal partnerships (team-style collaboration in which collaborative writers work together in equal parts)
· The faculty member under review is a leader in coauthorship (taking on significant responsibility for organizing, facilitating, and carrying out authorship)
· Essential contributors (having expertise that is necessary to accomplish the coathored work)
· Mentoring via publication (involving students or those new to our outside the profession)
Other instances of coathorship in which the faculty member under review played a more minor role should be assigned half the number of publication units that would be assigned to a similar single-authored work.
